THE HISTORY

The changes to the city of Las
Vegas and surrounding areas have
been enormous in the past 35 years
as the population has grown from
500,000 to more than 2 million. So,
too, have the opinions of newspaper
readers who vote in the annual
readers poll, Best of Las Vegas.

The Las Vegas Review-Journal’s
popular poll was conceived in 1982 by
then-feature editor Frank Fertado.
That first poll was a single page in
the Living section with S0 categories.
Within 11 years it grew into an annual
special section with 112 pages and 100
picks in seven categories. This year’s
winners section, publishing Nov. 6,
will have 227 picks in 10 categories.

The 1982 poll had limited
restaurants  picks: hamburger,
pizza, cheesecake, bakery, gourmet
and buffet. In 83, expanded picks
included Chinese, Mexican, Italian,
seafood, steak specials and ice
cream. Consistent reader’s picks
through the early ’80s were chains
such as Wendy’s, Pizza Hut, Taco Bell,
7-Eleven (for coffee) and Kentucky
Fried Chicken.

But one perennial favorite in
those early years stands out: Andre’s
for Best Gourmet restaurant. Many
people consider Andre Rochat as Las
Vegas’ original celebrity chef, but
when Andre’s was picked as the top

gourmet restaurant, it was an era
before chefs were celebrities.

Voters in this year’s readers poll
had more than 30 eating and drinking
categories to choose from, including
food truck, farm-to-table, power
lunch, microbrewery and vegan.

For entertainment, the 1980s
were about iconic showgirls, and the
top chorus line shows were “Lido
de Paris” and “Jubilee!” When
“Jubilee!” closed in February this
year, the resident show at Bally’s
was the longest-running production
show in Las Vegas. Today, the longest
running show is Legends in Concert,
currently playing at the Flamingo.

With Fashion Show mall opening
in 1981, it’s hard to understand this
1993 suggestion from a reader: “May
I suggest adding a fashion feature
to your survey? I’m from Seattle
and abhor shopping here because
the stores offer nothing but vulgar
Las Vegas styles — gaudy and
exaggerated! NO TASTE!” Really?

Some things, however, never
change. Inthe 1980s, Interstate 15 was
tagged for Worst Road Construction,
and the Most Dangerous Intersection
was I-15 and U.S. 95, commonly
known as the Spaghetti Bowl.
Although those categories have been
eliminated, Project Neon, the $1.5
billion Spaghetti Bowl interchange
rehabilitation, is sure to cause driver
headaches as it stretches over 20
years to completion.

When you see the sculpture for
the first time, you stand transfixed
in awe at its size and magnitude. It is
the centerpiece of The Park and one
of the newest additions to the Strip. As
the days lose their horrid heat and life
becomes more comfortable and cooler
amid the concrete, it’s likely that
tourists and locals will spend more
time in the sculpture’s shadow.

American sculptor Marco
Cochrane created the hard-to-miss
Bliss Dance, the 40-foot-tall statue of a
dancing woman near T-Mobile Arena
between New York-New York and
Monte Carlo. Marco said:

“When I created this statue, Bliss
Dance, my hope was that all who see
her would be impacted not only by her
scale and beauty, but also her message,
which is one of feminine strength and
power.”

Bliss Dance is the first sculpture
in The Bliss Project, a series of three
monumental sculptures of a woman,
Deja Solis, expressing her energy,
power, purpose and voice. Marco tells
the story behind the sculpture and
his recent reunion with the Las Vegas
resident who was the subject of his art:

“I am proud to see this message
become a permanent part of Las

Vegas’ iconic history. I grew up in
Northern California in the 1960s and
’70s in the philosophical revolution
and turbulence of those times.

“I learned to appreciate feminine
energy, influence and strength and
realized that the objectification of
women imprisoned women as well as
men. I saw first-hand that one person,
or a small group of people, can start a
movement that can make a difference
and change the course of history.

“The story behind Bliss Dance
really began when I was 7 years old
with my friend, Dejas, who was 9.
There was a sexual assault in front of
my house. I was told about it in way too
much detail. It was incomprehensible.
I didn’t understand.

“I was shocked when it seemed like
no one did anything about it. I have
been working on solving this problem
ever since. In my 20s, I began to
explore sculpting and discovered my
ability to capture human emotion.

“About this time, I read Joseph
Campbell and was struck by the
passage, ‘Follow your bliss, and doors
will open where you never knew they
existed’ It was on the birth of my
daughter that everything I had been
working on and thinking about came
together, and I realized that my bliss
was to carry my message through art.”
